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The graduation paper is devoted to the linguistic analysis of emotional appeal in public speeches of British political leaders. 
The structure of the graduation paper consists of Introduction, Theoretical Part, Practical Part, Conclusion, Bibliography and Appendix. In Introduction the author formulates the aim of the graduation paper. Theoretical Part contains five chapters. In the first chapter genres, aims and linguistic peculiarities of the publicist style are discussed. In the second chapter linguistic peculiarities of the oratorical sub-style are discussed in detail. In the third chapter the notion of “persuasion” is viewed. In the fourth chapter the elements of rhetorical proof: logos, ethos and pathos, which are used in the process of persuasion, are discussed. In the fifth chapter linguistic means and stylistic devices of appeal based on emotions are discussed in detail. Practical part is devoted to the linguistic analysis of the speeches which were made by David Cameron, the leader of the Conservative Party, on 1 October, 2014 in Birmingham and Ed Miliband, the leader of the Labour Party, on 23 September 2014 in Manchester. 
The relevance of the research is caused by the importance of conference speeches which are made in the run up to elections in terms of shaping voters’ opinion during campaign trails. 
The subject of the research is persuasion and persuasive strategies resorted to in public speeches. The object of the research is language means of emotional appeal as one of the main persuasive strategies. The aim of the research is to demonstrate that emotional appeal, as one of the persuasive strategies, has an important role in the structure of public speeches and is resorted to very frequently by the leaders of the British political parties.
The methods of the research are linguistic analysis and interpretation.
The results of the linguistic analysis of conference speeches of David Cameron and Ed Miliband demonstrate that both political leaders appealed to a variety of human senses, employing connotative language, figurative language and other stylistic devices and expressive means such as questions-in-the-narrative, rhetorical questions, parallel structures, repetition, climax, antithesis. 
David Cameron appealed to love of the country, to the desire of living a good life, to love of family, to a sense of anger towards terrorism and at the same time to fear of terrorism and a sense of anger towards the Labour Party. In his turn, Ed Miliband appealed to a sense of unity, to love of family, to a sense of faith in future, to a sense of insecurity and fear for the future, to a sense of anger blaming the Conservative party in the protection of unfairness and social inequality. Ed Miliband resorted to ethical appeal as well – appeal to a sense of justice, but this strategy was employed less frequently than emotional appeal. According to the results of the research, the political leaders resorted to emotional appeals quite often in attempt to move the voters by making them feel something strongly. The rivals also employed this strategy in political confrontation.

In academic work the paper may be useful to teach students to fund out linguistic means of emotional appeal in public speeches as it can help to develop their counter-manipulative competence. 
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
